Student Application/Information Packet
Read the following instructions carefully before completing an application for membership.  
Requirements:

1. Must be a rising junior or senior.

2. Must have been enrolled in an Honors/Gifted/AP science course during the 2015-16 school year.

3. Must complete an independent science research project by December 2016.

4. Must have an overall GPA of at least 3.0 AND a science GPA of at least 87%.
Instructions:

1. Complete the “Student Application”.

2. Obtain an unofficial copy of your most current transcript from the portal or counseling office.  Highlight all science classes taken.

3. Complete the “Topic Exploration”.  Must be 300 - 500 words, 12 pt, typed, double-spaced.  

4. Turn in the above items (stapled in the order they are listed) to Mrs. Labocetta in room 1.466 by TUESDAY 4/26 at 3:00 pm.             

Acceptance into the Science National Honor Society:

Completion of the Student Information Form does not guarantee acceptance into the SNHS.  However, please do not be modest when filling in your information.  Every bit of information can be used to assist with the selection process. Acceptance will be based on a combination of factors, both quantitative and qualitative.  

Quantitative Phase:

A quantitative score will be calculated based on the following criteria:

· GPA (science and overall)

· Potential application/feasibility of science research article for science fair
· Participation in activities inside and outside high school

· Accurate completion of the application as detailed above.

· Teacher recommendation – you will NOT be asking specific teachers to fill out forms this year.
Qualitative Phase:

The application, essay, and article will be reviewed by an undisclosed panel of teachers (to include no less than 2 science teachers).  From their choices, a preliminary list of students will be made.  This list will be reviewed by the entire teacher and administrative faculty of Collins Hill High School.  The final list of SNHS members will be chosen based on the recommendations of that final review.

If you are accepted as a member of SNHS there will be a meeting and officer election on FRIDAY 4/27 in room 1.466. Please plan on attending this meeting.

President Elect (must be a rising junior)
- Bring meeting to order and close meeting.

- Assist President in creation of agenda.

- Assist sponsors in organization of science nights, i.e. determining number and types of booths needed, gathering and transporting supplies.

- Assign club members to participate at individual booths at science nights.

- Attend all meetings and events. 

- Present a brief scientific lecture at a club meeting (10-15 minutes).
* If all aspects of the position are fulfilled, then president elect becomes the president senior year.

Secretary (last year’s Secretary Elect) – position already filled

- Take attendance at each meeting.

- Track membership points.

- Make meeting agenda. 

- Attend all meetings and events. 

- Present a brief scientific lecture at a club meeting (10-15 minutes).

Secretary Elect (must be a rising junior)
- Take minutes of each meeting.

- E-mail a copy of the minutes to the sponsors, members, and post on club website.

- Present a brief scientific lecture at a club meeting (10-15 minutes).

- Attend all meetings and events. 

- Fulfill the role of Secretary next school year.
* If all aspects of the position are fulfilled, then secretary elect becomes the secretary senior year.

Historian (junior or senior)

- Photo document all service activities.

* Do not take pictures of the faces of students not in SNHS!!

- Update website.

- Attend all meetings and events. 

- Present a brief scientific lecture at a club meeting (10-15 minutes).

Communications Officer – position already filled
